Lenten Journey  

We are in the midst of the 
season of Lent, a time that 
many see as a burdensome 
time of duty and ñgiving upò 
something for Lent.  Most 
people, including church 
people, quietly bypass what 
they see as the demands of 
Lent. 
 

Would it be helpful if we saw Lent as an oppor-
tunity for spiritual enrichment instead of a set 
of duties?  Would things be different if instead 
of giving something up for Lent we took some-
thing up? 
 
As an example, one could take up a few extra 
minutes a day in reflection on scripture.  
Whether a carefully scripted set of readings 
from the Bible or a more casual, random set of 
readings, the word could speak to us.  Who 
knows, maybe the extra time could become a 
regular habit. 
 
Another possibility would be in the area of acts 
of mercy.  The food pantry can always use 
more help, both of time and of food and 
household needs.  Such a ministry draws into 
the heart of Christôs work.  Perhaps there is a 
lonely person you know of who could use a 
word of caring that lets them know they are not 
as alone as they think. 
 

Not all of us have the same gifts, and some 
could take up written communication that 
speaks to those having a difficult time.  In this 
electronic age there are still many who value 
and cherish written communication.  Those 
who have and use this gift of written communi-
cation can be used of God for the healing work 
of Christ. 

For some of us silent reflection works well.  
Some of us think well in verbal exchanges of 
thoughts and insights.  Whatever forms such 
reflection would take; it would deepen our 
spiritual life and, hopefully, our commitment.
