Both this Sunday and next we will be receiving offerings for the United Methodist Eco-
nomic Ministry (UMEM) in Salem, Maine.  Your prayerful financial support for this es-
sential ministry is appreciated.

Greetings from the Board, Staff and Clients of UMEM, 
Our small staff makes a huge difference in the lives of the people who live and work in 
this economically depressed area.  Our thrift shops provide affordable clothing and 
household items.  Our food cupboards provide nutritious food to supplement family 
food budgets.  The outreach programs assist families in times of crisis as well as in the 
times when there just is not any other way to meet their needs. Mission teams repair 
homes so that they are safe, warm, dry, and accessible.  Other UMEM programs assist 
families with children for their back to school needs, Christmas gifts, baby layettes, fuel 
assistance, etc. 
At this time we find ourselves in a financial crisis. Donations are always down at this 
time of year, but with the recent world disasters, donations have nearly stopped.  Our 
four full-time staff have cut their hours back --- but not their work. Our three part-time 
workers have also reduced their hours with one of them ending her position and be-
coming a volunteer in another UMEM program. We have frozen spending but we have 
utility bills that are going on 60 days overdue, local vendors are between 30-60 days 
past due.  We have nowhere else to cut except to cut services.  PLEASE help us to 
keep from going to this step. Our services are needed and relied on by the residents of 
this area. 
We are asking that you pray for our ministry and that you pray about how you can help 
us to continue our ministry here on behalf of the United Methodist Church. This minis-
try is vital to the people and the communities of this area. As a response to this crisis 
situation, please consider making a donation now to help us through the next few 
weeks.
