Inn a recent Upper Room daily devotion a child is 
quoted as asking, ñDo caterpillars know they are 
going to turn into butterflies or does God just sur-
prise them?ò 
 
Many of you know that I love butterflies. I have but-
terfly pictures, jewelry, clothes, dishes, plant pots, 
linensé.just about anything you could put a butter-
fly on I have it.   I love the variety of  colors that 
God gave them, how delicate and intricate God 
designed them and I am awed by the process by 
which God made it possible for the caterpillars to 
become butterflies.  

 
Just think of it a small crawl-
ing insect without much 
fame or fortune,  crawling on 
the ground and on the 
leaves of plants to find food.  
I am not very fond of cater-

pillars.  I donôt like creepy crawling creatures.   
 
Maybe one day the caterpillars look up and wonder 
what those brightly colored, winged things are fly-
ing in the sky.  Some may wish they could be like 
themðbeautiful and freely flying and donôt realize 
that one day they themselves may be transformed.  
Yet others, no doubt, are glad they don'tô have to 
be up there flying thinking,  ñI have nice brown dirt 
and delicious green leaves.

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Outreach Update  
Our ministry to those in need in our community 
and around the world continues daily.  The Food 
Pantry is not seeing as much use as in previous 
months but it is still very busy.  Many people 
have found summer jobs and some expenses are 
down due to warmer weather and so are more 
able to handle things on their own.  On the other 
hand more and more people are being laid off 
and are finding keeping up with the basics in life 
very challenging.   
The Moultonboro Central School brought another 
load of food for our food pantry.  They have been 
collecting all year and supporting the food pantry 
at our church and at the Center Harbor Christian 
Church.  Thanks so much to them! 
Thank you for your continued support of the Food 
Pantry.  We always need food items as well as 
money to buy food and to help people pay for 
other emergency items that come up.   Please 
continue your generous support.   

Attendance Update  
Worship attendance has been picking up a bit as 
our many ñSnowbirdsò rejoin us for the summer 
months.  It is so good to see so many good 
friends again.   
 
Average attendance for the year to date is134 
compared to 158 in 2008 year to date.  Interest-
ingly, the second quarters for both years are es-
sentially the same, at 153 for this year and 155 
for 2008.  It is the difference in the first quarter  
that brings the average down for 2009.  In 2009 
the first quarter attendance was 116 compared to 
161 in 2008.   
 
The giving in the second quarter parallels the 
attendance trend.  The average giving for the 
second quarter meets our needed average Sun-
day morning giving.  The first quarter was below 
by over $600 per week, or about 15%.   

Visitation Update  
Our Visitation program is multi faceted with 
clergy, staff  and laity  involved.    Together over 
50 visits are made monthly to those who are 
homebound, in nursing homes, hospitals and 
others as are possible.   Depending on where the 
people are who need a visit , a visit including 
travel time, can take anywhere from 1 hour to 
over 5 hours.    
 
Besides visits to people, many visits are made 
over the phone or in person at the church before 
or after meetings, in the office during the week  or 
over a meal at Village Kitchen or Buckyôs or 
somewhere like that.   
 
Pastor Barbara is always looking for people  to 
have lunch or dinner with.  If youôd like to join her 
for a meal, call and set up a time.

News From Annual Conference  
At our recent New England Annual Conference at Gordon College in Massachusetts about 1200 
people from our United Methodist churches around New England to worship, celebrate, do the busi-
ness of the annual conference and learn about how to be the church in the 21

st
 century.  Below are 

several articles from the SpiritNet, Daily News from Annual Conference 2009. 
 
Hamilton on Leadership   
Rev. Adam Hamilton, founding pastor of the Church of the Resurrection in Leawood, KS, was wel-
comed by Bishop Weaver to share a "new way of teaching church." Hamilton began by sharing his 
personal story and faith journey as a retelling of the story of the Prodigal son, telling of his troubled 
background as a youth.  But then through "prevenient grace" God worked on him in the person of a 
man with a vocal disability who came to his door and invited him to his church. He went, and started 
reading his way through the Bible, still as a young man, and eventually began to pray, although ad-
mittedly at first only "about girls" he said with a smile.  
 
He finally found his way to the Gospels, and was attracted by the way "Jesus has an affinity for 
those everyone else looks down on." He then moved to his discovery of Luke 19 with Jesus coming 
to Zaccheus' house ï this Jesus, laughing and telling stories and dining with sinners, even as the 
Pharisees were whispering outside and wondering what kind of Rabbi would mingle with these sorts. 
"The Son of Man came to seek and to save those who are lost." When he discovered this Jesus, 
Hamilton decided as "a fourteen year-old kid" that this was a life he wanted to follow. 

 
I'm with you today" said Hamilton, ñin the hopes that we might find other fourteen year old kids, and 
help them discover Jesus' life." He hoped, he said, that we and others in our world we might find a 
"spiritual revival," since he knew that too many in our churches these days were thinking about giv-
ing up. He noted that we, in New England, "are in a very hard place to do the ministry." 

"He then began, by sharing recent statistics showing the decline in membership, participation, and 

attendance. "At the rate we are going, there will be no [United Methodist] church in 44 years." So 
clearly, noted Hamilton, "some things have to change.ò 
 
In this first of three sessions, Rev. Hamilton then said we will improve if we change three things, be-
ginning with leadership. Leadership, worship and outreach were the key, and this evening he began 
with leadership. In brief, Hamilton then led the conference members in pondering what they would 
consider the qualities of the worst leaders they knew and then the best leaders they knew.   
 
As conference members made their lists, Hamilton shared his own, which included: leaders who 
have authenticity, are encouraging, humble (who understand it isn't all about them), and those who 
are passionate. Great leaders are also courageous risk takers, Hamilton noted. Hamilton's advice: 
"all that stuff on the bad quality listédon't do that stuff. Those things on the good quality list; do that 
stuff." 
 
Turn the World Around!  
"No matter where we're from, God is calling us to turn the world around!" proclaimed Bishop 
Weaver, as the 2009 Annual Conference session kicked off its opening session.

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GROWING TO FAITHGROWING TO FAITH  
Helping People Grow To Faith In Christ 

Who was King David?  
King David was the second and probably best-known king of ancient Israel. 
He was a member of the Tribe of Judah, a descendant of Ruth, and the 
youngest son of Yishai (Jesse), a gentleman farmer with a large family. He 
shepherded his father's flocks with his older brothers. He led a quiet life and 
was not expected to aspire to greatness, yet G-d had the prophet Samuel 
anoint him to be the next ruler after king Saul.  
 
Then, one fine dayéas Israel was at war with its enemy, the Philistines, 
young David was dispatched by his dad to bring a care package to his older 
brothers on the battlefront. The two armies waited tensely on either side of 
a valley while the famed Goliath, a giant of a man who scared the dickens 
out of his shorter Jewish enemies, bellowed daily his blasphemes and chal-
lenged anyone to fight him one-on-one. David stepped forward and killed 
Goliath with a slingshot-fired pebble to the forehead and subsequent de-
capitation. 
 
David eventually became Saulôs son-in-law, marrying his daughter Michal. 
He became the best friend of Jonathan, one of Saulôs sons. Upon the war-
time death of Saul and Jonathan, David became the King of Israel, aggres-
sively expanding and fortifying the kingdom. David lived to the age of 70; 
the crown passed to his son Shlomo (Solomon), who built the first Holy 
Temple and under whose rule the Golden Age of Israel truly flourished. 
 
What were Davidôs lifetime highlights? 
1. The resume 
David was a powerful king who wisely governed the tribes of Israel, forging 
them into a united nation. G-d blessed him to be a valiant soldier, a great 
military strategist, an able administrator, a diplomat, a composer and a mu-
sician. 
 
2. The war-hawk 
David extended Israelôs lands in the north, triumphing over Israelôs enemies 
the Canaanites and the Philistines. Prosperity followed, a fact that is today 
confirmed by archeology. David was originally based in Chevron (Hebron) 
in southern Judah, but when all 12 Tribes of Israel accepted his rulership he 
needed a central location from which to govern. An ideal place was the 
mountain-top city of Jerusalem, where he established his capital. 
 
3. The ñSweet Singer of Israelò 
The above is one of the formal titles historically appended to David, on ac-
count of his poetic works of praise to G-d known as Tehillim (Psalms). Actu-
ally, there are 150 Psalms, but a number of them were written by others, 
including Moses, Jacob, and the Sons of Korach.1
