Stress. Anxiety. Fear. These words 
capture well the state of mind of many of us in 
America today.  In the past year we have wit-
nessed dramatic changes in the market, the 
collapse of the worldôs largest insurance com-
pany, many bankruptcies and mergers and  
billions of dollars of government intervention 
meant to help turn our economy around.    

A survey found that over three in four 
Americans are stressed about the economy 
and their personal finances. Half were worried 
about providing for their familyôs basic needs. 
Over half of respondents reported feeling an-
gry and irritable, and reported lying awake at 
night worried about this. The report concludes 
that, ñThe declining state of the nationôs econ-
omy is taking a physical and emotional toll on 
people nationwide.ò  

Join us in worship starting Sept 6th for 
a 4 week sermon series entitled Enough: Dis-
covering Joy Through Simplicity and Generos-
ity. Our nation is experiencing what many have 
described as the ñAmerican Nightmare.ò  In-
creasing consumer debt, savings, lower in-
come growth, high unemployment rates and a 
volatile stock market are all a part of our eco-
nomic insecurity. We have lived in a society 
that tells us ñyou deserve it now,ò whether or 
not we can afford it or really even need it.  
All of us have struggled with these issues at 
one time or another. They are important issues 
that we cannot ignore.
