For home use, you can find free audio versions of the Bible and devotions that can be loaded 

onto older mp3 audio devices. Be sure to promote these links and resources via your e-

newsletter and the children's ministry section of your website. 

Teach technology. 

Teach children how to use computers safely. Share new communications tools and ask, ñWhy 

did God give us the ability to communicate in such incredible ways?ò The answer, of course, is 

so we could share the good news in innovative, powerful ways. Then share the different ways 

we can use technology to tell the story of Jesus Christ. 

We want to teach people from the earliest age about God's love through Jesus. Technology can 

aid in lifelong learning through powerful, yet very accessible, means.
